The fourth annual 9-11 First Responders Cookout will be held Saturday, September 16th,
2023, between 2 pm and 8 pm at Roswell Fire Station #24, 1400 Old Alabama Road,
Roswell, 30076. Volunteers are needed starting at 2:00 PM. 

During the September 11, 2001, attacks, 2,977 people were killed and more than 6,000
others were injured. Of the 2,977 fatalities, 2,753 were killed in the World Trade Center
and surrounding area, 184 at the Pentagon, and 40 in Pennsylvania. These deaths
included 265 on the four planes. The attacks remain the deadliest terrorist act in world
history.
